Instructions for Authors.
Abstracts should be prepared as electronic files in Microsoft Word ready for publication, including diagrams. Text (1 page including figures and figure captions), using 1-line spacing, should be typed on A4 (210 mm x 297 mm) paper. Margins should be as follows: left – 30 mm; right – 15 mm; top – 15 mm and bottom – 20 mm. Use Times New Roman font. We recommend using this file as a template for writing your abstract.
The title, authors’ names, affiliations, and references should be separated from the main text by one blank line. The name of the author who will present the paper should be underlined, and his or her e-mail address should be added to the affiliation (in brackets). Figures and figure captions should be inserted in the text.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The electronic abstracts should be sent as attachments, named according to the following protocol. The file name should consist of the presenting author’s surname and initials, an underscore, “e” and a number (if more than one abstract is submitted), e.g. SmithAB_e.doc, SmithCD_e1.doc or SmithGJ_e3.doc. Files should be sent via e-mail to the Seminar Secretariat (RadDamPhys@imp.uran.ru) by November 15, 2023. Attention! While sending e-mail, please, insert “Abstract” into the Subject line.

Abstract preparation example:

The title (14 pt, bold, on the center, all capital, Single-Spaced, after 18 pt)
A.U. First Author1, A.U. Second Author2 and Others3 (12 pt, on the center)
1Affiliation of the first author, including city and country (auf@nasa.gov.ru) (12 pt, Italics, on the center)
2Affiliation of the second author, including city and country
3List all distinct addresses in the same way

The main text (12 pt, on width, paragraph indention - 0.5 cm, before 6 pt).
Acknowledgement (12 pt, on width, paragraph indention - 0.5 cm, before 6 pt, Italics).
References (12 pt, bold, before 6 pt)
